DEPARTURE ROUTE DESCRIPTION

TAKEOFF RUNWAYS 2 AND 5 ONLY: After takeoff, all aircraft fly heading 360°,
expect radar vectors west of Maui Island to assigned fix/route. Cross the LNY R-322 at
assigned altitude. When assigned above 14000, cross at or above 14000’

LOST COMMUNICATIONS: If not in contact with Departure Control 1 minute after
crossing the shoreline, climb northbound via the OGG R-010 until reaching at least
3500’. Then reverse course to the right direct OGG VORTAC. Then via V24 to LNY
VORTAC. Cross OGG VORTAC at or above 6700".
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
